History: Ms. Moore is a 70-year-old obese African American female who has multiple medical problems. She sees multiple specialists. She has:

1. Type II diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Obesity.

5. Chronic pain, sees Dr. McKernan.
6. She has had back surgery and neck surgery, uses a cane for ambulation.
She works part-time three hours a day or so taking care of her sister through the government. The patient states on 11/21/23, the date of the accident, the patient states she was on Cavett Street, on stop sign, she had just started when another car T-boned her and the pressure of the other car hitting her on the passenger’s side was so much that her car got damaged and was pushed on the side. This caused the patient to have headache, neck pain, upper back pain, middle back pain, low back pain and sort of severe feeling of anxiety. The patient was immediately taken by EMS to St. Joseph emergency room where she was evaluated and told she did not have any fractures. The patient after the accident noted her chest to be tight and pain on breathing or coughing. They had not run EKG, but the x-rays they ran were within normal limits. Today, when she comes, I told her that I really do not like to see auto accidents and they should see the pain management. A Texas PMP was checked. The patient was advised to see Dr. McKernan. She stated Dr. McKernan did not have any followup visits up until on Thursday. So, today being Tuesday, she will follow up with McKernan. She does get shots in the back and gets Tylenol No.3 from Dr. McKernan. So, it is wise that I do not see her for followup for any pain pills. The patient understands that. She did want me to make a note of today’s visit and give her a note so that she can return to work coming Monday. I gave her a note. I told her that if she has to have return to work note for Monday then she will have to come back to see me. She understands that. She denies any bowel or bladder problems. She drove herself to the office. Her med list reconciled. I did not prescribe her any pain pills. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.

The Patient’s Problems:
1. Motor vehicle accident.

2. The patient had chest pain. So, we did EKG. The EKG showed sinus rhythm. No acute changes.
The patient’s St. Joseph records will also be reviewed and she will be seen in the office in next two to three weeks or earlier if need be.
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
