CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen here for followup with history of being seen at Calvary Clinic few days after seen here with test done in the office, told viral infection similar to hand and foot disease, given medication, with lesions on face and left eye. Mother concerned because of spreading infection. Now, off medications and seems to be cleared until the recurrence the past two days in nose and left eye. C&S obtained before not done.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As before.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory at this time.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory at this time.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Exudate to nostrils and slight exudate to left conjunctiva. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Otherwise, within normal limits. No distress. Neck: Supple without masses. Chest: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Remainder of exam including neuropsychiatric and skin other than above all within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Probable MRSA of left eye and nose with recurrence.

PLAN: Because of not able to get culture and sensitivity per office policy, it is not able to be obtained, but because of involvement of left eye, sister was to take the patient to be seen by ophthalmologist, Dr. Shrum tomorrow where she goes and also to obtain copy of C&S done before at Calvary Clinic. The patient put back on mupirocin with partial tube remaining and also put on doxycycline 100 mg t.i.d. for 10 days, to follow up in a couple of days for results of Dr. Shrum’s examination.
