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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 67-year-old white female, the patient of Dr. Beltre who has been referred to this office because of the evaluation of the kidney function. The patient had a primary hyperparathyroidism with secondary kidney stones. Eventually, the patient had surgery with Dr. Norman in Tampa and, ever since then, the patient has been in very stable condition. Today, she comes for a followup. Regarding the blood work, in the CMP, the creatinine is 1, the BUN is 17 and the estimated GFR is 60 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has history of arterial hypertension that is under control. Blood pressure 122/68.

3. The patient has a history of hyperlipidemia. Pravastatin was discontinued and, in the lipid profile, there is evidence of a total cholesterol of 217, HDL 37, LDL 170, triglycerides 362. The patient is advised to go back on pravastatin.

4. The patient was told at one time that she had some stricture in one of the coronary arteries that was 40%. The patient has been completely asymptomatic.
