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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2007, in Afghanistan.  The patient was ambushed by IED explosions.  There were mortars and bomb explosions and he was ambushed.  There were many explosions.  The patient tells me that the explosions caused him to be unconsciousness.  The patient does not remember how long he was unconscious.  He thinks it was minutes.  When he woke up, he was confused and disoriented.  He also has severe headache.
The patient also tells me that in 2005, the patient was in shooting weapon training.  The patient tells me that this took place in Fort Benning in Georgia.  The patient tells me that the shooting weapon training, has significant loud sounds.  The patient tells me that, that has hurt his head.
Since the event, the patient tells me that he has significant forgetfulness, the patient is irritable.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient tells me that he is “zoning out” a lot.  The patient has headaches almost on a daily basis.  The patient has slurred speech.

The patient is currently working in the Police Station, processing paperwork.  The patient used to be a police officer but he is not able to perform police duties anymore because of his symptoms.
