CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 72-year-old African American female complained of palpitation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 72-year-old female who noted symptoms of palpitations beginning approximately three to five months earlier. She reported that these symptoms occurred while lying down. These symptoms typically occurred at nighttime. She denies any symptoms of chest pain or shortness of breath.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Breast cancer.

MEDICATIONS: Metformin, amlodipine, and Lipitor, all of unknown dose. 
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal aunt had CVA. A cousin had CHF and asthma.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a prior smoker, none in 25-30 years. She denies recent alcohol use. There is no drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable except for musculoskeletal. She has joint pain and swelling of the hand. Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 144/80. Pulse 81. Respiratory rate 20. Height 66.5”. Weight 192.8 pounds.

The remainder of the examination is essentially unremarkable.

DATED REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 81 bpm. There is right ventricular hypertrophy. Cannot rule out old inferior wall myocardial infarction.
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IMPRESSION:
1. Palpitation unclear etiology.

2. Hypertension.

3. Diabetes type II with point of care glucose 164.

PLAN: Echocardiogram, EKG, Holter and stress test. Follow up in six weeks.
