Indication: The patient is a 77-year-old female referred for bilateral lower extremity venous Duplex. She has bilateral varicose veins with aching, fatigue, and swelling.

Procedure: On 11/30/2023, a Toshiba Xario XG duplex scanner was utilized to insonate and visualize the bilateral deep and superficial venous systems.

Findings: The deep venous system is patent, compressible and free of thrombus bilaterally. No deep venous reflux is identified. There is no venous reflux in the right great saphenous vein. Reflux is identified in the right anterior accessory saphenous vein lasting 0.9 seconds in duration with varices stemming from the proximal to mid thigh. Great saphenous diameter measurement in millimeters are as follows: Saphenofemoral junction 6.6, proximal thigh 3.3, mid thigh 3.3, distal thigh 3.8, below knee 2.4, mid calf 3.1, and anterior accessory 2.9. There is venous reflux in the left great saphenous vein from saphenofemoral junction to the mid thigh and at the mid calf. Varicose veins stem from the great saphenous distal thigh and return to mid calf. Great saphenous diameter measurements in millimeters and reflux time in seconds are as follows: Saphenofemoral junction diameter 6.6, reflux 3.2, proximal thigh diameter 4.4, reflux 6.4, mid thigh diameter 4.1, reflux 6.0, distal thigh diameter 2.1, reflux .0.0, below knee diameter 2.0, reflux 0.0, mid calf diameter 3.1, reflux 5.7, distal calf diameter 2.8, and reflux 0.0. There is no venous reflux obtained in the left small saphenous vein. Diameter measurements in millimeters were obtained and are as follow: Proximal calf 2.3, mid calf 2.8, and distal calf 2.6. There is isolated reflux in the right small saphenous vein at the mid calf. Small saphenous diameter measurements in millimeters and reflux time in seconds are as follows: Proximal calf diameter 2.1, reflux 0.0, mid calf diameter 2.9, reflux 0.6, distal calf diameter 2.9, and reflux 0.0.
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
