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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 68-year-old white male that is a patient of Ms. Dooley, ARNP that was referred to this office because of CKD stage IV that has been going on for a lengthy period of time. The patient moved from Nevada to Florida. He has a long history of CKD IV as mentioned before. Two of his sisters have kidney disease and we are in the process of finding out if they have results of the ultrasound of their kidneys to see if there is a connection or there is cystic disease going on in the family. On the other hand, the patient in March 2022, had a creatinine of 2.73, a BUN of 52; in the most recent laboratory workup, the creatinine is up to 3.1, estimated GFR came down to 20 and the protein-to-creatinine ratio is 1.8 with normal PTH and normal phosphorus. There is no evidence of anemia. The ultrasound of the kidneys has not been done and the 24-hour urine has not been done because the lab did not understand our order and we are going to clarify that situation and we will reevaluate the case after that.

2. The patient has a history of overweight.

3. History of gout with uric acid of 5.6.

4. The patient will be back in the office after the laboratory workup and we are going to make a decision after we gather all the information.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes with the patient and 7 minutes in the documentation.
