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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 79-year-old white female, patient of Ms. Jana Powell, PA-C, referred for CKD IIIB. The ultrasound of the kidneys show bilateral cysts formation in both kidneys that should be followed and I am going to do so in six months. If they remain the same, I will continue with the followup; otherwise, we will order a contrast CT or MRI in order to characterize completely these structures. In the laboratory workup, the patient has a creatinine of 1, BUN of 14, and the estimated GFR is 56.7 with protein-to-creatinine ratio of around 17 mg/g of creatinine; in other words, within normal range.

2. Hypothyroidism. She has been on thyroid replacement and the patient is followed by the primary for the goiter.

3. The patient has a history of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease.

4. The patient has persistent back pain associated to the car accident that she suffered many years ago.

5. The patient has vitamin D deficiency. The patient is advised to continue taking at least 2000 units on daily basis. We will reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup and as I stated before repeat the ultrasound.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the lab and the imaging, 15 minutes face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
