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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 70-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that was associated to heavy smoking in the past. The patient has been very well compensated ever since he quit smoking longtime ago. He had very seldom exacerbations of this chronic obstructive pulmonary disease.

2. The patient has a seizure disorder that is evaluated by the neurologist, Dr. Ramkissoon. The patient is to continue with the administration of Levitra 500 mg p.o. every 12 hours.
3. The patient has a history of coronary artery bypass that was done in 2012. He has two ablations for atrial fibrillation and the latest one was very successful. The patient is free of chronic anticoagulation, he just takes an aspirin and he is followed by the cardiologist.

4. The patient has history of a closed fracture of the second cervical vertebra that has left him with a sequela of unsteady gait. The patient is ataxic, but surprisingly he is walking much better.

5. The patient has a history of carcinoma of the prostate that was treated by the urologist more than 15 years ago. We are going to check the PSA. He has trouble starting the urination; however, otherwise, he is asymptomatic.

6. The patient had several melanomas that have been removed. He is under constant surveillance with the dermatologist.

7. The patient has normal kidney function. No evidence of proteinuria. The patient has a positive urine culture for E coli, however, he is asymptomatic. We are going to observe. He has excellent kidney function. He has gained 6 pounds of body weight. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
