ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED:

1. Colonoscopy.

2. Biopsies, tattoo placement.

INDICATIONS: Screening for colon cancer.

POSTOPERATIVE DIAGNOSES:

1. Suboptimal preparation.

2. Incomplete colonoscopy completed to transverse colon due to the obstructing mass.

3. Transverse colon masss.

4. Sigmoid colon polyp.

5. No other gross lesion seen.

6. Rest of the colon post transverse colon mass not examined.

DEPTH OF INSERTION: Transverse colon.

COMPLICATIONS: None immediately.

MEDICATION: As per monitored anesthesia care.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was obtained, the patient was put in the left lateral decubitus position. Scope was introduced into the anorectal area, advanced through the colon into the transverse colon without complications. Examination performed upon withdrawal. Oxygen saturation and blood pressure monitored during the procedure. Retroflexion performed at the rectum. Procedure stops at the transverse colon due to the presence of obstructing mass.

FINDINGS:
1. In the rectum, no gross lesion seen.

2. In the sigmoid colon, there is pedunculated polyp with wide base about 1.5 cm in size, unable to remove due to the wide base and if tattoo was placed. No other gross lesion was seen in the sigmoid descending colon.

3. Splenic flexure, no gross lesion seen.

4. In the transverse colon, there is large obstructing multi-lobulated mass friable in the transverse colon, multiple biopsies taken and tattoo was placed. Unable to pass the scope beyond that area. No other gross lesion seen given the suboptimal and inadequate preparation during this examination.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Follow pathology reports.

2. Monitor clinically.

3. The patient would be refer to oncology and surgeon once the pathology report confirmed. He will need endoscopy mucosa resection of the sigmoid colon polyp. He will need repeat colonoscopy after obstruction has been relieved for evaluation of the rest of the colon.
