CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of temperature of 102.8 recorded by mother one hour ago, given 2.5 cc of Tylenol, presently without temperature. Additional history, mother states had two diarrhea episodes four days ago, but has been normal since then up until present illness. She also states she has been tugging at her right ear today with history of otitis media x2; last time a few months ago, seen here recently with negative examination, without treatment or concern of otitis infection. Mother states also questionable slightly decreased appetite without emesis or vomiting.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: No known exposure to mother, stays at home, cared for by grandmother who is not ill.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Normal child ambulating without difficulty. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Apparent slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep and COVID testing all of which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Fever by history with possible viremia, apparent non-strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: I would like her to treat with observation with temperature precautions. Follow up with pediatrician and here if needed.
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
