CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for testicular hypofunction and hypopituitarism and the patient stated that he has not seen endocrinologist and was not started on any testosterone injection and the patient has erectile dysfunction.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he needs a medication refill and also the new referral for endocrinologist for hypotestosterone. The patient stated that he had a blood test done more than six months ago and was scheduled a new blood test for him.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypopituitarism and hyperlipidemia along with hypogonadism. The patient is on fenofibrate 160 mg one tablet a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient is also on hydrocortisone 5 mg tablet once daily.
The patient has hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 100 mcg once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and the patient works as a physician assistant. The patient has not started exercise yet, but is advised to do total body workout, which includes stretching, cardiac, and muscle strengthening. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
