CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of deformity of the toenail and followup after fasting lipid panel test.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband and she stated that she has deformity of the toenails, but sometime in the past she had fungal infection.
The patient has a fasting lipid panel test and HDL cholesterol is low and LDL cholesterol is slightly high and the patient is advised on low-fat diet.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
Examination of the toenails reveals deformity of the toenail consistent with recurrent toenail fungal infection.
Skin examination is unremarkable.
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
