This is a lengthy visit note.

History: Mr. Lewis is a 70-year-old African American male with:

1. Long-standing diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Chronic kidney disease.

5. History of malignant kidney cancer and he is under surveillance at MD Anderson for his kidney cancer.
He had just visited them recently, Dr. Surena Matin, who is a kidney doctor in MD Anderson. I had sent him to Dr. Wigley for a checkup after we had one-day discussion that diabetes is considered a heart disease and that he can have asymptomatic problems with the heart. He had seen Dr. Wigley in the past, made an appointment to see him and his stress test was positive and Dr. Wigley decided to do heart catheterization. He states they could not even complete the heart catheterization because all his vessels were between 70-90% blocked and he is going to need a four- to five-vessel bypass done pretty soon. He has had evaluation with Dr. Kirby and Dr. Smith and probably he is going to have the surgery done on 12/07/23; after which, he is going to have rehab. I told him he must get his creatinine checked because he does have chronic kidney disease in view of removal of 10% on each side of his kidney. The patient understands that. He is still very asymptomatic, but he is trying to cope up with the fact that he has no symptoms, but he has got heart blockage in four vessels, but his ejection fraction is good, so which is a good sign. He is currently not having any chest pains or shortness of breath or nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain. As the patient is doing good, I wished him luck. I advised him serial followup exams and to call my office anytime if there was a problem and reassured that he will do good. The patient will be seen basically in the office in a month. The medicines to withhold or any anticoagulation that they are going to start is going to be responsibility of Dr. Kirby, Dr. Wigley and Dr. Smith. The rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
