History: Mr. Pearson was seen today. He has not gone for another new job. He lost his insurance from the previous job. He states he inquired into other insurances and it looks like that he will get Medicare starting February 2024 and he is excited for that. He does not want to get any lab tests done currently. He wants to wait and get the tests done at that time. The patient understands plan of treatment. Overall, he states his sugars have been running high and he loved how Mounjaro had helped him lose weight as well as bring the sugars down and making him more comfortable in walking. He has not had any abdominal pain or constipation, but he has run out of it, he cannot afford $1000 medicine and I certainly do not believe in the compounded medicines. So, I incidentally had a sample of Ozempic and I gave him Ozempic 0.25 mg once a week for four weeks and then 0.5 mg for the next two weeks. The patient just understands the plan of treatment and regimen; how to use it was given to the patient and he will be seen in the office in a month. His rash over the legs has cleared up, but he has severe chronic venous insufficiency and he states sometimes it gets infected and I had given him some mupirocin cream to be applied over his legs and he has run out of it and would like to get another refill of it, which was done. The patient has:

1. Obesity.

2. High blood pressure.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

4. Atrial fibrillation.
So, he is as chronically ill, sick person that I am trying my best to help him. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
