SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with grandmother and two other siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/52. Pulse 74. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 103 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Stomach virus and diarrhea. The patient will receive loperamide 2 mg tablets one p.o. four times daily p.r.n. diarrhea. He needs to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and then return to clinic or call me if not improved by tomorrow evening.
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
