HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in due to having sore throat and fever up to 101. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. His activities diminished with his fever. He waxes and wanes when it comes to play activity; at times, he is good and other times, he wants to just settle down and be quiet.

No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress. He cooperates through the exam well. He does look a bit tired.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/61. Pulse 112. Respirations 16. Temperature 100°F. Oxygenation 100%. Weight 61.8 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema, left is worse than right although mild. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous, but nothing ominous. There is no strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. He is tachycardic at 112. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test and flu test. Strep test was negative. Flu test came out positive for influenza type A.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. He did test positive for influenza type A. He will receive Tamiflu per weight protocol twice a day for five days.
2. Cough. Bromfed DM 5 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough. Mother as well as the patient, they are going to monitor symptoms and look for improvement and return to clinic to clinic if that does not happen.
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
