However, the patient was confused, disoriented and severe headache.

The patient is currently not working.  The patient was in school studying previously.  However, the patient was not able to study well because of her headaches and concentration difficulties.

Her current symptoms including are headaches.  She has headache almost every day.  She cannot keep track of things.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate.  The patient has memory deficits.  The patient also has dizziness.  The patient also has lightheadedness.
