History: Ms. Thompson was seen today. Ms. Thompson has multiple social determinants of health. Ms. Thompson feeds many cats and they all come to her home. I do not know her condition, but she states she solved her problems with her landlord and that he is going to let her stay there this one more year. She states, however, the water heater is not working and the patient just takes sponge bath. I told the patient she has chronic infection of the chronic venous insufficiency of both lower legs and she needs to take a warm good bath so that her parts are clean. The patient understands that. Earlier, she had told me that she was planning to move to Florida where her son lived, but apparently that plan has fizzled out. She plans to stay here. She has history of DVT, chronic infection affecting the legs. The patient just wanted refill of the mupirocin cream, which was done. The patient has upper respiratory infection symptoms of cough and congestion and I have decided to empirically give her Zithromax Z-PAK in view of the holidays coming. She is on chronic anticoagulation. We need to do blood monitoring. So, I am ordering a CBC, a CMP and a CRP. I am going to see her in the office in a month.
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
