History: Mr. Buckley is a pleasant white male who has ADD and he came in. His blood pressure initially was 150/90, a recheck blood pressure was 144/88, which is improved. The patient is a graduate student studying math at Texas A&M and also does work at Texas A&M teaching the students, so they can pay for his tuition. The patient states there was a lot of stress and he started smoking and the stress may have increased the blood pressure. As the blood pressure did go down, I decided that we will have to keep a close eye on his blood pressure. Otherwise, we will have to give him some blood pressure medication. The patient is otherwise asymptomatic and he is tolerating his Adderall XR generic 30 mg well. The patient understands my plan of treatment and he will be seen in the office in a month.
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
