Thank you for your continued support.

Peggy was seen today. She is a 62-year-old who comes for evaluation for neutropenia. The patient also has history of Down’s syndrome. She has this chronic neutropenia for last several years.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of Down’s syndrome, history of atlantoaxial instability, history of osteoporosis, and bilateral congenital hip replacement.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair. She has Down’s features.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Today, WBC 2.1, hemoglobin 14.9, platelets 2014, and monocytes high at 16%. Her ANC was around 1000.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Neutropenia.

2. Monocytosis.

3. Down’s syndrome.

RECOMMENDATIONS: She will benefit from p.r.n. use of Neupogen 480 mcg subQ and then we will see her in one month with CBC.
