CRAWFORD, ALICE
This is an 89-year-old woman, currently on hospice, with history of chronic lymphocytic leukemia of B-cell type, not having achieved remission. The patient has lost weight, has become quite weak, is bedbound, very little appetite. Cindy is her daughter who is primary caregiver. The patient has received chemotherapy which was unsuccessful; hence, the fact that she has not achieved remission. The patient has increased confusion, memory loss, child-like appetite, KPS score of 40%, has lost 7 pounds. The patient is totally bedbound, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is expected to do poorly, most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
