DEORE, JAMES
Mr. Deore is an 88-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with history of pancreatic cancer. The patient before placed on hospice has lost tremendous amount of weight. He lives with his wife, Carolyn who is his primary caregiver. The patient has had increased confusion, decreased appetite, has lost another 7 pounds. He is totally dependent on his wife, has a KPS score of 30%, requires lorazepam and pain medication around the clock because of his severe pain. The patient does have pressure ulcers over the sacrum that are in the process of healing. There is no sign of infection. Nevertheless, the patient is high risk of developing decubitus ulcer, requires turning every two hours. Again, the patient has lost weight with decreased appetite, severe weakness, ADL dependency, protein-calorie malnutrition as well as bowel and bladder incontinence.

The patient remains hospice appropriate given his amount of pain and his advanced pancreatic cancer with metastasis, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
