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1. AK, 26-year-old with swollen throat, positive strep. Treated with Rocephin, Solu-Medrol and Amoxil. “Love Dr. A”.

2. NA, a 19-year-old seen with trouble breathing. CBC, CMP, chest x-ray, urinalysis and UDS all negative. Diagnosed with anxiety related to THC. Left message for the patient to call back.

3. JR, is a _______ -year-old with left wrist pain, diagnosed with Colles fracture, referred to ortho. Left message for the patient to call me back.

4. SG, is a 19-year-old with headache and congestion. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil. Liked the doctor very much.

5. EW, 16-month-old baby with fever and trouble breathing. Diagnosed with respiratory treatment, Amoxil and Dr. A called it URI. Mother was very happy with the care and doing better.

6. RT, 51-year-old with fever and sore throat. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil. Liked the doctor very much.

7. HR, 22-year-old woman with mouth infection, 17 weeks pregnant. Diagnosed with gingivitis and pharyngitis. Mono test negative. Swab test negative. Treated with Amoxil. Referred to PCP. Left message for the patient to call back.

8. TB, is a 5-year-old child with abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, earache, cough, and congestion. Diagnosed with otitis media and pharyngitis. Positive flu B. The doctor decided not to treat the flu B except give the child Amoxil. Still having some leg pain, but no nausea or vomiting. Going to see his PCP. Liked our doctor very much.
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9. LA, 42-year-old with low iron levels, weak. H&H showed mild anemia; already on iron. CBC, CMP otherwise treated. Urinalysis shows the patient to be dry. The phone number that was called was busy.

10. JM, an 18-year-old with cough and congestion. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil. Left message.

11. JW, 33-year-old woman with nausea. Swab test negative. UA, UPT, hCG negative. Sent home with no medications. Left message for the patient to call back.

12. LM, 51-year-old woman with headaches and sinus trouble. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with sinusitis. Treated with Keflex. Liked the doctor very much and doing better.

13. FT, 17-month-old with fever and cough. Flu A negative. The doctor decided not to treat it. The patient is doing okay. He did discuss that with the family. They were happy with the care received. The child is doing better.

14. SJ, is a 5-month-old baby with flu-like symptoms and earache. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis and otitis media. Treat it with Amoxil. They liked the doctor a lot.

15. LD, is a 54-year-old with headache. CT negative. Diagnosed with concussion and head trauma. No prescription given. Left message for the patient to call back.

16. AR, 48-year-old with a laceration to the left hand. It required closure. Liked the doctor very much, he said “the doctor was just amazing, I love him”. Doing much better now.

17. JC, 4-year-old baby with head injury, nausea and vomiting. Treated with Zofran. CT of the head negative. Diagnosed with head injury. Follow up with PCP later. They liked the doctor very much.
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
