History: Ms. Von Graham has had a mechanical mitral valve and, for this reason, the patient is on Coumadin. The patient used to go to Coumadin Clinic at St. Joseph, but since they closed, she is doing Coumadin management with PT/INR at home. Currently, she is on 5 mg Coumadin every day and 7 mg Coumadin just on Tuesdays and she states her INR stays one and half to two times of what her control is and she states she is doing well. To note, the patient had a problem with a blood clot and a hematoma in her hip that caused her to be on wheelchair for about six weeks and, with resolution of hematoma secondary to Coumadin, everything resolved and the patient was walking again. The patient was busy with her husband who was diagnosed with lymphoma, but she states he has recovered with no problems and her mother-in-law who is elderly 90 plus years old is in nursing home and doing well. She states for a change everything is good. As her complete lab was several years ago, I have given her a lab slip. Her med list reconciled. We are going to see her in the office in four to six weeks.
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
