FAMILY HISTORY: Lung cancer, bone cancer, CHF, and heart disease.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Hip pain; after his hip surgery, he continues to have pain. He has not seen his physician to get any medication. He cannot see, he is blind in one eye.
