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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 69-year-old African American male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The latest laboratory workup that was done on 11/29/2023, shows that the serum creatinine is 2.2 and the estimated GFR is 30 mL/min. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 100 mg/g of creatinine. The urinalysis fails to show activity in the urinary sediment.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension and at the present time it is controlled 118/80.

3. The patient has dilated cardiomyopathy and he is LVAD dependent since 2019, and he continues to be followed by Dr. Shakar in Orlando.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

5. Diabetes mellitus. The hemoglobin A1c is 7.2.

6. COPD without exacerbation.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 16 minutes in the face-to-face and in the documentation 9 minutes.
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
