The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in October 2022 in Japan.  The patient was on a staircase.  The patient suddenly slipped and fell backwards.  The patient tells me that back of the head hit the staircase.  She was sliding down the staircase.  The patient tells me that her head got hit many times in the back of the head.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient began confused and disoriented with this.  The patient was having difficulty understand language immediately.  The patient had some amnesia.  The patient tells me that she did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient was confused for the rest of the day.
The patient also has significant pain in the shoulders and the neck.
Since the event, the patient has significant constant headaches.  The patient has constant neck pain and shoulder pain.  The patient also has pushing sound in the ears.  The patient becomes very sensitive to sound and light.  The patient has difficulty sleeping.  The patient has difficulty doing common activities.

The patient currently is in active duty in the Air Force.  The patient is a dental assistant.  The patient tells me that she has significant difficulty to lean over doing dental assistant work.  The patient tells me the loud sound from the drove is affecting her headache.  This brings some of her headache.  Also the patient became very light sensitive at work.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus at work because of the light sensitivity and light environment.  The patient has significant difficulty to work.  Also she has sound in the ears, which is affecting her concentration as well.
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
