CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of difficulty passing urine and pain in the perineum.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed slow stream in the urine two weeks ago and since then he has more problems after that he traveled out of state and during flight the patient had pressure feeling in the bladder and he tried to urinate it was very difficult to pass the urine. The patient has a history of prostatitis. Now the patient is able to urinate, but frequency is slow and sometimes has difficulty or pain. The patient never passed any clots.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, calf swelling or tremors, loss of appetite, or loss of weight.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he works as an IT professional. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient is trying to have children.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and there is no suprapubic tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any pedal edema or calf tenderness.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
