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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 56-year-old African American male that has kidney transplant that is 12 years old. The patient was transplanted in 2011. The kidney function has remained satisfactory. He was recenlty admitted to hospital because of osteomyelitis of the fifth toe in the right foot that had to be amputated and he has ulcerations that are being treated at the Wound Center. The patient is feeling well. In the laboratory workup that was done on 12/07/2023, the patient has a serum creatinine of 0.88, the BUN is 12 and the estimated GFR is 100 mL/min. Unfortunately, I do not have the protein-to-creatinine ratio or microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio, I do not have the Prograf level and the vitamin D level that we have to get and make the necessary changes.

2. The patient has peripheral vascular disease. He is not complaining about pain.
3. Diabetes mellitus that is going to be reevaluated.
4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today is 135/80.
5. Hyperlipidemia. The serum cholesterol is going to be determined.
6. The patient has diabetic retinopathy that is followed by the ophthalmologist. We are going to reevaluate the case in about three weeks with laboratory workup.
We invested 15 minutes reviewing the hospitalization, 15 minutes with the patient and 7 minutes in the documentation.
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
