CHIEF COMPLAINT: History of latent tuberculosis on therapy and mediastinal and hilar retinopathy

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 66-year-old lady who initially was evaluated for mediastinal and hilar lymphadenopathy. She also had a QuantiFERON TB test, which was noted to be positive. She was thus sent to the Mayo Clinic for evaluation at the ID service. She was then placed on INH for nine months. The patient also was noted to have adenopathy in the axilla and mediastinum as well as in the posterior abdomen. The patient is fairly asymptomatic. She has no significant wheezing or cough but has some fatigue and weight loss. Denied fever, chills, or night sweats. She is still completing a course of INH.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient’s past history includes history of diabetes mellitus type II, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux, irritable bowel syndrome, hyperlipidemia, and GERD. She has fibromyalgia, depression, and history for breast malignancy by the oncologist.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Other surgical history includes cholecystectomy, masses removed from the breast, and history for cancer of the fingers being monitored. She has had history of cholecystectomy, benign breast masses, and ovarian cyst removal.

HABITS: The patient does not smoke. No alcohol use.
ALLERGIES: None listed.
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SYSTEM REVIEW: The patient has no fatigue due to her weight loss, cataract, or glaucoma. No vertigo, hoarseness, or nosebleeds.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: This is an elderly female who is alert and pale, in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/80. Pulse 82. Respiration 20. Temperature 97.6. Weight 195 pounds. HEENT: Head is normocephalic. Throat is clear. Ears, no inflammation. Neck: Supple. Abdomen: Soft and benign. No mass. No organomegaly. Bowel sounds are active. Extremities: No edema or lesions. No calf tenderness. Neurological: Reflexes are 1+ with no gross motor deficits. Cranial nerves are grossly intact. Skin: No lesions.

IMPRESSION:
1. Mediastinal adenopathy rule out sarcoidosis.

2. History of latent tuberculosis.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

4. Hypertension.

PLAN: The patient will get a complete PFT and CT chest without contrast. Continue with the above-mentioned medication is a Ventolin HFA inhaler two puffs q.i.d. p.r.n. The patient will get a PFT, CT chest, complete metabolic profile, and ACE level. Followup visit to be arranged here in approximately four weeks.
