Kenneth is 77-year-old. He suffers from congestive heart failure, atrial fibrillation/flutter, anemia, hypocoagulable state, severe muscle weakness, and protein-calorie malnutrition to be exact. His congestive heart failure with hyper perfusion has left him weak and is very confused. He wears an oxygen at 4L most of the time nevertheless he continues to decline. The patient has smoked throughout his life from time-to-time takes his oxygen out to smoke. The patient is now oriented x1 to person only. He is having choking episodes because of severe weakness. His daughter reports “pale.” The patient sometimes is very *__________* and is very demanding and difficult to deal with. His daughter Joy is his primary caregiver and quite concerned about father’s progressive demise. He has a KPS score of 40%, high risk of fall, weight loss, decreased weight, bowel and bladder incontinent and bedbound. He is now sleeping about 14 to 16 hours a day. Initially, he had lost 50 pounds in the past year and has lost another 3 to 4 pounds on top of that since last evaluation. He also requires Norco for pain and anxiolytics to keep him comfortable. He remains hospice appropriate and is expected to die within six months.
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
