She is oriented to person only. She has severe sundowner syndrome in the evening. Her daughter who is her caretaker and her primary caregiver Ms. Shields tells me that she is eating very little. She wears a diaper because she is no longer able to control her bowel or bladder and she is very much ADL dependent. She has lost 2.5 pounds per her daughter because of her poor appetite. She also suffers from right-sided stroke, DJD, neuropathy, right-sided weakness with a stroke. DJD, neuropathy, hyperlipidemia and history volume overload. The patient definitely shows decline regarding her endstage Alzheimer's disease at this time.
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
