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This is a 94-year-old woman with endstage coronary artery disease. The patient is having a hard time using her oxygen. She wants a different kind of oxygen to use during the day and at home. She has issues with shortness of breath, swelling in her lower extremities, weakness, and tiredness most of the time.

Her blood sugar is better controlled per her daughter Barbara who is her primary caregiver. She states that she is eating less. She is more confused at times and she is having a hard time conversing at night because of her confusion consistent with sundowner syndrome. Other comorbidities include diabetes, neuropathy, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, DJD, carotid artery stenosis, and CHF with low ejection fraction. The patient also suffers from syncope, chronic renal insufficiency, and lower extremity edema related to her congestive heart failure. Overall prognosis remains poor. The patient continues to showed deterioration regarding her endstage heart disease. We will try to get a different oxygen concentrator versus tank for her home use at this time.
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
