A 59-year-old woman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. The patient is having increased shortness of breath. Her caretaker Latoya tells me she is having difficulty moving about because of shortness of breath and weakness. She also has high anxiety and air hunger related to her endstage CHF.

The patient is using Ativan and Seroquel to control her symptoms. Other comorbidities include hypothyroidism, hypertension, hyperlipidemia and anxiety. She is using oxygen to control her shortness of breath related to her endstage CHF. Her appetite has been diminished. She is weak and she is agitated most likely because of her hypoxemia related to her CHF. The patient is no longer spoken and continues to worsen as for as weakness, shortness of breath and lower extremity edema related to her endstage heart failure. The patient most likely suffers from pulmonary hypertension as well as right ventricular hypertrophy and right-sided heart failure as well.
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
