DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 69-year-old white male with a history of diabetes mellitus that is controlled with the administration of insulin. The patient’s laboratory workup that was done on 12/08/2023, reveals the presence of a serum creatine of 1.5 and an estimated GFR of 50 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is just 196 mg/g of creatinine and the patient continues to take Kerendia. He is having trouble with insurance covering it, but he is going to make an effort to come up with the money to pay for the medication.

2. Anemia. The saturation of iron is just 18%. The patient is taking one tablet every day. We are going to increase it to two tablets three times a week and the rest of the time once a day.

3. Diabetes mellitus that has a hemoglobin A1c of 7.2. The patient knows what happened and he is going to correct it to bring it down.

4. The patient has coronary artery disease, has been very stable. He has stents that were placed up in Wisconsin in the year 2014. We are going to give Mr. Smith an appointment for six months. He is very reliable and a stable patient.
