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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 69-year-old white male that has a history of hypertension that today is out of control because he has a lot of back pain; apparently, he pulled a muscle in his back and has been in excruciating pain. After the patient was resting in the examining room, I took the blood pressure and it was 150/80 in the left arm with a heart rate of 72. I am going to continue the same medications, but I have to point out that the cardiologist, Dr. Torres, increased the administration of carvedilol to 12.5 mg p.o. b.i.d.

2. The patient has tendency to hyperglycemia and the patient is still taking Farxiga.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. The patient has been followed by the cardiologist, Dr. Torres.

5. Low back pain related to osteoarthritis. He is going to continue taking oral analgesics and, if there is no improvement of the back, we will order the workup and probably some physical therapy.

We spent 6 minutes reviewing the lab, 12 minutes in the face-to-face and 6 minutes in the documentation.
