Souad Alcodray was seen in the office recently for followup.

She has hypothyroidism subsequent to radioiodine therapy for Graves’ disease and is currently on levothyroxine 0.125 mg, eight pills per week.

She is now a 12 weeks gestation and has symptoms of early pregnancy, including nausea and vomiting.

General review was otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 114/62, weight 123 pounds, and BMI is 21.9. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

TSH in October 2022 with 4.0, borderline.

IMPRESSION: Graves’ disease with post ablation hypothyroidism and thyroid disease of pregnancy.

Levothyroxine has been increased to 0.125 mg, nine pills per week with recommendations for followup in mid January 2024.

Further adjustments to the thyroid dosage may be necessary and will be addressed at her next visit.
