CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of dizziness, followup for glaucoma and flu vaccination.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he has vertigo on and off and especially in the morning hours when he wakes up in the morning at least for 20 minutes he feels dizzy and sometimes he would fall down, but he grabs himself. The patient was seen by neurologist.
The patient has glaucoma in both the eyes. He has recent eye checkup and it is stable.

The patient came today for influenza vaccination. The patient denied any fever or chills and there was no allergy to eggs.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of heart disease and hypertension and he is on carvedilol 25 mg one tablet twice a day and furosemide 20 mg four times a week along with low-salt diet.
The patient also has a history of diabetes and he is on glipizide 5 mg one tablet twice a day and Basaglar insulin 30 units once a day along with NovoLog KwikPen according to sliding scale. The patient is also advised on low-carb diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and three children. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient recently has been retired.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable without any nystagmus.

NECK: Supple without any bruits and JVP is not raised.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance and the patient does not have any varicose veins.
