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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 86-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IV. The patient has diabetes mellitus, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia and this has been the reason for his nephrosclerosis. During the last visit, we noticed that there was an increase in the proteinuria from 300 to 800 and, for that reason, we decided to start him on Jardiance 25 mg on daily basis. Today, he comes to see if there is an impact in the kidney function and the kidney function remained stable. There was no deterioration of the kidney function. The serum creatinine is 2.2. We are going to increase the dose to 25 mg every day. The proteinuria remains flat.

2. The patient has no evidence of hyperkalemia.

3. The patient has hyperuricemia that is treated with the administration of Uloric 40 mg every day.

4. Diabetes mellitus that is under fair control.

5. COPD that is evaluated and treated by the pulmonologist Dr. Wong.

6. Hyperlipidemia under control. Reevaluation in three months with laboratory workup. We are going to continue with the Jardiance; a prescription was faxed to the pharmacy.
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
