Three sutures were in place and the patient was walking with her walker on return. She had fallen in her room. She was found on the floor. When staff checked, she could not give any information as to what it happened. She did complaint of dizziness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Petite elderly lady. She was pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/69, pulse 86, temperature 98.4, respirations 17, and weight 124.2 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is ambulating with a rolling walker. She is steady. She has somewhat brisk pace. No lower extremity edema. She moves arms in a normal range of motion. She goes from sit-to-stand on her own.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She says a few words. Speech is clear. Her comments are appropriate to situation. Orientation x 2. Clear short and long-term memory deficits. She did not remember the fall from yesterday when I asked her about it. She was smiling and nodding her head regardless of what I said.

SKIN: Back of her head, there is a small laceration with small amount of dried blood. No tenderness to palpation around the area.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Scalp laceration post fall. Sutures were placed on 12/12/23. Sutures ordered for removal on 12/19/23.

2. DM-II. Last A1c was on 10/13/23 at 9.2. Adjustments were made and Lantus going from 20 to 25 units q.a.m. and 15 to 20 units q.p.m. I have ordered A1c for 01/13/24.

3. Social. Placed a call to her older son to let him know how she is doing.
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
