CC: Advanced dementia.
HPI: An 82-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease has been spending her days to include meals in Memory Care and today was my first day seeing her there. From behind, I was able to observe her sitting at a table with other residents and she was talking away to one of the residents who was just sitting there quietly staring straight ahead. Later she saw myself in the LPN rounding and she waved, but did not get up to come where we were just stayed where she was which I thought was a good sign. Overall in speaking with other staff members, they state that she eats almost her full plate each meal. She participates in activities and will eat snacks there and with the patients who are in Broda chairs and more endstage dementia, she will go up to them and rub their heads or hold their hand and it is just very touching and it just seems like she has something to give that I think she senses when she is over there. There is a plan to move her into a room in MC unclear when that will occur and I am told there has been some resistance on the part of her adult children.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD this has decreased since she has been in Memory Care and there are no behavioral issues that occurred there such as aggression or delusion, HTN, GERD, peripheral neuropathy, history of DVT on Eliquis, trigeminal neuralgia which she states is both sides.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/07/23.

ALLERGIES: PCN and CODEINE.
DIET: Regular, controlled carb with thin liquid.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 143/82, pulse 94, temperature 97.6, respirations 14, and weight 157.4 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. She moves arms in a normal range of motion. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: She is oriented x 1, occasionally x 2. She confuses times of day and events that have happened in the past with happening now, but today, she appeared relaxed. She was interactive with other residents, smiling and her hair was combed.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease. The patient is spending days in MC and sleeping in AL. She appears to be quite happy and is very social when she is in MC that is something that she had somewhat lost in AL. Hopefully, she will be able to move in there and continue what she was doing today.
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
