SUBJECTIVE: No shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 76-year-old female with known coronary artery disease status post PCI in 2022 and history of COPD was admitted with left lower extremity ulcer with cellulitis. Local skin care was done and also antibiotics and left leg ulcer has been significantly improved. She does have a cognitive impairment and dementia. She is forgetful. Otherwise today she is doing well.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM:
Constitutional: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal:  No pain. Left leg wound has healed.

Neurologic: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake. She is alert, cooperative, forgetful and disoriented.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/78. Pulse 72. Temperature 98.6 F. Respirations 18. Pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness. Left leg has been healed nicely and no wound and skin looks clean.

Neuro: She is awake, forgetful and disoriented.
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ASSESSMENT: The patient has been admitted with

1. Left leg ulcerative cellulitis improved.

2. COPD.

3. Coronary artery disease status post angioplasty in 2022 and stent placement.

4. Cognitive impairment.

5. COPD.

6. Periodic mood variation with refusal of medications at times.

PLAN OF CARE: The patient has been currently maintained her COPD. She is on DuoNeb q.4h. as needed for wheezing and albuterol rescue inhaler two puffs q.4h. as needed, aspirin 81 mg daily for coronary artery disease, atorvastatin 40 mg daily for CAD, for agitation and mood disorder she is on Seroquel 25 mg daily as per psychiatry followup. Currently the patient is stable. We will continue her current medications.
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
