Thank you for this referral.

This 80-year-old female who does not smoke or drink. She is allergic to amlodipine and she had rash from that. She is here for evaluation of possible hypercoagulable state since she has history of blood clots in that atrium.

SYMPTOMS: She says she feels fine. She does not have any symptoms at this point. Her history goes back to last few years. She has history of coronary artery disease. She also has history of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation. She has non-rheumatic aortic valve and mitral valve insufficiency also history of hypertension. The patient was also diagnosed to have autoimmune hepatitis by Dr. __________ and she has been started on Imuran that is azathioprine by the rheumatologist. She is on several other medications. She has history of atrial thrombus and she has been previously on Eliquis and Xarelto and now she is on warfarin. The patient recently had left atrial appendage and Amulet placed in. She also had cardioversion done in the past with Coumadin her INR recently was 3.5.

She also has history of hyperlipidemia and hypothyroidism. She is on supplement.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 80-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches tall, weighing 133 pounds, and blood pressure 153/77.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.
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Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Coronary artery disease.

2. Atrial fibrillation paroxysmal.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. History of autoimmune hepatitis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check her for any hypercoagulable state such as protein CS, antithrombin 3 deficiency, factor V Leiden mutation, and cardiolipin syndrome once available we could make further recommendations because of the paroxysmal atrial fibrillation as such she may be at high risk for blood clots anyway.
