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1. VM, 24-year-old with severe stomach pain and pregnancy, left without being seen. She did not answer her phone. 

2. IS, 5-year-old with fever, earache and congestion. No swab test was done. Diagnosed with otitis media. Treated with Amoxil. Mother was very happy. 
3. MH, 20-year-old with difficulty breathing and chest pain. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with asthma and bronchitis. No chest x-ray was done. Sent home with Tessalon, albuterol, Zithromycin and Singulair. Left message for the patient to call me back.
4. CD, 29-year-old male with pain on the left hand and abscess in the testicle. Diagnosed with cellulitis of scrotum. Left hand x-ray is negative. Treated with Mobic. Also with a history of molluscum contagiosum. Treated with Naprosyn and doxycycline. Left message for the patient to call me back.
5. BA, 29-year-old with shortness of breath, chest pain, fever, body aches, and chills. Refused pregnancy test. Diagnosed with flu B. On Amoxil and Tamiflu already. The patient’s chest x-ray was done because no response to medication. Showed bibasilar pneumonia. Sent home with Z-PAK, albuterol, Tessalon Perles and Tamiflu. No mention of hospitalization was made. Vitals and O2 sats were within normal limits, but the chest x-ray definitely showed bilateral infiltrates. Also, no white count was done. 
6. FN, 2-year-old child with fever of 103.5 exposed to flu A. Mother wanted child to be treated with Tamiflu. Already doing better. They did do a swab test.
7. RH, 18-month-old with rash and sore throat, on Amoxil and Tamiflu. Switch to Zithromycin, Zyrtec, and prednisone. Consider doing a mono test in the patient’s with sore throat and URI type symptoms that developed a rash with Amoxil as it can happen 80% in those patients. Left message for the patient to call me back.
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8. JP, 69-year-old woman with ulcers on her left foot chronic. Vitals were stable. She is obese. She is a diabetic. O2 sat was 93%. CBC negative. Chemistry negative. Blood sugar 284. Treated with low dose insulin. She was given clindamycin. 1. Consider clinda and the sulfa drug for possible MRSA regarding the chronicity of the ulcer. 2. Because of the chronicity of the ulcer, consider culture and sensitivity. 3. Because of the fact that she is a diabetic and history of foot ulcer, taken x-ray for osteomyelitis. You will be surprised how many times they are positive. The patient had left a wrong number in the emergency room, so I could not talk to her.
9. FH, 47-year-old with cough, congestion, and headache left without being seen. He said the wait was too long. So, he went to a different emergency room.
10. SP, 53-year-old woman with stomachache, history of peptic ulcer. CBC, CMP, swab test, urinalysis, cardiac workup, EKG, CT of the abdomen and pelvis were all negative except for fibroids. Dr. O did refer the patient to GI. She has an appointment to see Dr. Leopardi tomorrow. Also, the patient’s blood pressure was initially elevated. So, we sent her home with lisinopril and Protonix. In the emergency room, she got one dose of clonidine. She has a history of peptic ulcer disease. She did not appear to be anemic. The patient was happy with the care received.
11. HD, 35-year-old woman with flu-like symptoms, cough, congestion, sore throat, and sinus pressure. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis and bronchitis. Treated with Medrol, Tessalon, and Zithromycin.

12. TR, is a 37-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Vitals were negative. Flu B was diagnosed. Tamiflu was prescribed. They have left a non-working number in the emergency room.

13. SC, 29-year-old with difficulty breathing. O2 sat was okay. Vitals were stable. No fever. Chest x-ray, lab and blood work were all within normal limits. Swab test showed Flu A. The patient had been sick for seven days. So, Dr. O gave her Tessalon, Albuterol, and no Tamiflu in the emergency room. The patient received Decadron and DuoNeb. Chest x-ray and labs were once again within normal limits including her chest x-ray. Left message for the patient to call me back.

14. SY, 55-year-old male with diarrhea, stomachache, vomiting, headache, and facial pain. Blood pressure 160/95. The patient also has diabetes and gastroesophageal reflux. Swab test negative. White count 5.5. Blood sugar 324. Insulin given. Blood sugar rechecked! Diagnoses was increased blood sugar, diabetes, and URI. After swab test all came back negative. The patient was sent home with gastroenteritis and Protonix. The patient was not in any pain. So I believe that is why the CT scan was not done. The patient was happy with the care received.
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15. CS, is a 38-year-old young lady with high blood pressure, facial redness, burning, headache, shakiness and feeling cold. Swab tests were negative. The patient’s blood pressure came down and shown in the emergency room. She was diagnosed with anxiety. She wished that Dr. O had done testing, but nevertheless she was happy with the care received and she is going to see her doctor tomorrow.

16. BB, 4-year-old child with temperature of 100, cough, congestion, and fever. Swab test negative. The doctor mentioned that the patient looked non-toxic was diagnosed with URI and no medications were given. Family was happy with the care received.
17. BS, is a 25-year-old with low back pain, neck pain, sore throat, and dry cough. Vitals were stable except for temperature of 101 at home. The patient is pregnant. Flu A was diagnosed. Treated with Tessalon and Tamiflu, is doing better today.

18. JA, 85-year-old woman fell at home, hit her chest, complaining of chest wall pain. Her O2 sat was 93%. CT of the ribs were done which were negative. She also had some gallstones incidentally. Cardiac workup was negative. She was sent home with Mobic and left message for the patient to call me back.
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
