HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Wallace comes in today complaining of earache. The patient has been treated with ear infections twice on 12/04/23 and 12/14/23. She had good relief, but the symptoms appeared to have come back. Currently, she is on cefdinir, steroids and a p.r.n. Toradol, but she has not been taking it for two to three days, she tells me. She has no nausea or vomiting. Some dizziness, positive headache, and some fever.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: PTSD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and has had some back injuries in the past.
MEDICATIONS: Prednisone, Toradol and cefdinir.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE and TYLOX.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a smoker. She does not drink alcohol.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above. The patient also has noted a growth on her hard palate that she is concerned about.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 207 pounds which has not changed much, up 1-pound. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98. Respirations 18. Pulse 57. Blood pressure 126/72.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red especially on the right side.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash. There is a growth over the palate.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. I am going to continue with the current medication.

2. I gave her another injection of Rocephin, Decadron and Toradol because of it was so successful.

3. I was able to get an appointment with the ENT physician myself tomorrow at 3:30 in The Woodlands.
4. She will take all her medications.

5. She will call us and let us know what they found.

6. Continue with current medications.

7. She is not toxic or sick enough to go to the emergency room and does not want to go to the emergency room now, but if anything changes, she will let me know.
