Ms. Stockenberg is a 53-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hyperthyroidism. She was diagnosed with hyperthyroidism a couple of years ago. She also has a history of hyperlipidemia, anemia, and familial tremors. She reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue and thinning hair. Her TSH was less than 0.01, free T4 was 3.1. The patient reports some photophobia. She is on propranolol 40 mg twice daily. Her TPO antibody was 2.

Plan:

1. For her hyperthyroidism, we will check a current thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check TPO antibody level, TRAb, thyroglobulin antibody level and a TSI level.

2. I am recommending for her to get an eye exam to check for thyroid eye disease.

3. I will also order a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

4. I would also recommend using Systane eye drops to keep her eyes lubricated. This is in the case that if she does have thyroid eye disease. She does not have any complications related to that.

5. We will review the results with the patient during her followup visit.

6. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

7. For her anemia, continue followup with primary care provider.

8. Continue followup with primary care provider.
