Ms. Deleon is a 77-year-old patient of Avatar Hospice with a diagnosis of pulmonary fibrosis. This 77-year-old woman is on oxygen obviously because of endstage pulmonary fibrosis, but it also has caused her to become very weak. She sleeps about 12-18 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40% now. She lives with Rosy her cousin who is her primary caregiver. She is ADL dependent. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has air hunger, anxiety, and appears to be in somewhat pain that is controlled with medication. She has lost her appetite mostly because of her chronic shortness of breath. She is not able to eat much. When she does it is child like portions.

She has lost weight due to decreased appetite and protein-calorie malnutrition and continues to be quite weak. Overall prognosis is grave and the patient is definitely a hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
