He was going to do it in his office, but she wants to do it here in Cleveland at another location. She states she is working on getting approved with her insurance.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative other than present illness.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Continued pain to right hip with painful internal and external rotation and slight pain with weightbearing. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup injury to right hip. 
PLAN: The patient is to start physical therapy as soon as possible. Follow up with orthopedist on 01/19/2024. Advised followup here the following Tuesday, 01/23/2024. To continue meloxicam for the time being. Continue off-work status if unable to and if able, return to work with limited work duties. 
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
