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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 67-year-old white female that is a patient of Ms. Stephanie Smith, ARNP, that is referred to this office for evaluation of the kidney function. The patient has a past history of diabetes mellitus that has been present for more than 10 years, a history of stenosis of the left subclavian artery that was corrected and stented by Dr. St. Louis in October 2022, at that point, the patient was having neurological symptoms and also alterations in the circulation of the left arm. All of these symptoms disappeared after the stenting of the subclavian artery. The rest of the circulation was found completely normal. There was no evidence of post stenosis dilatation of the subclavian artery. The patient has been referred for evaluation of the kidney function; however, we have to keep in mind that in the renal ultrasound that was done in April 2022, the diameter of the kidneys was 10.9, was symmetric and there was just a 7 mm cyst in the mid part of the right kidney. There was no evidence of calcification, lithiasis or hydronephrosis. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with less than 100 mg/g of creatinine and the patient has a kidney function that has been oscillating between 60 and 50 mL/min. The patient has history of thalassemia minor that is prevalent in the family, arterial hypertension that has been under control. In terms of the kidney function, the kidney function is well preserved and the cyst is going to be reevaluated with another ultrasound in order to compare the size and the anatomy of the kidney.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is out of control. Manipulation of the medications by the primary.

3. Thalassemia minor.

4. Hyperlipidemia under control. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
